Votes in the coming 

elections?

Special Votes will be allowed only for people who
cannot vote at a voting station where they are
registered for the following reasons:

•  Physical infi rmity, disability or pregnancy
•  Absence from the Republic on Government 
 service;
•  Election offi cers and security services members 

who are on duty during elections
•  Temporary absence from the Republic for 
 purposes of a holiday, business, sport or 
 education.

 Elections will be announced by the President.

Who can vote in the 
coming elections?

For you to be able to vote you must:
•  Be a South African citizen who is 18 years or 
 older
•  Be in possession of a South African green
 bar-coded ID or a valid Temporary Identity 
 Certifi cate
•  Have registered as a voter and your name must 

appear on the voters’ roll.

Why should you vote in 
the coming elections?

•  Vote to defend and enhance constitutional
 democracy.
•  Vote to ensure that you are part of decision making 

in South Africa.

How many ballot 
papers will be used?

There will be two ballot papers:
• The fi rst ballot paper will be for the National 
 Assembly
• The second ballot paper will be for the Provincial 

Legislature.
